In 2012, the Community Foundation of Morgan County
awarded $28,390 in matching and arts grants to Morgan
County nonprofit organizations.

Each fall, the CFMC offers matching grants and arts grants.
Matching grants require that the grant applicant must raise an
amount at least equal to what they ask for on the application.
Arts grants require no matching funds. Grants are provided
through the CFMC's CommonWealth fund.

The foundation aims to support creative approaches to
community needs and problems by making grants which benefit
a wide range of people.
